Mountains is a city of less than 
10,000 people that is standing tall 
and leading a state in water 
management. 
 
North Salt Lake City boasts lush 
beautiful landscapes yet is saving 
millions of gallons of water each 
year thanks to the Weather Reach 
Water Management System.   
 
Facing the sixth year of a drought 
and challenged with conserving 
water, North Salt Lake City 
officials took the lead in the state of 
Utah. They installed the Weather 
Reach Water Management System 
at 6 city parks and evaluated their 
performance over 3 
years.  
 
From its beginning 
more than 50 years 
ago, North Salt 
Lake City has 
worked hard to 
maintain harmony  
between its elegant 
residential 
neighborhoods and 
vast industrial and 
business communities. 
 
An impressive system of parks and 
streetscapes are essential to the 
balance and bring beauty to the city.   
 
 
 

 
 
Officials looked to Weather Reach 
to maintain that beauty and reach 
their water management goals. 
 

The Weather Reach Water 
Management System was installed 
in June of 2002.  Three years later, 
officials were very pleased with the 
results. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
“ I think it’ s been great.  Weather 
Reach has performed well and the 
parks look great,”  said Mike 
Cooper, North Salt Lake City Parks 
Superintendent. 
 
Weather Reach saved North Salt 
Lake City millions of gallons of 
water each year since they were 
installed and still maintained a 
healthy beautiful landscape. 
 
 “Overall, North Salt Lake City has 
saved over 4 million gallons of 
water per year,”  said Eric Klotz, a 
water manager for the state.  “At the

North Salt Lake City uses Weather Reach to keep this park beautiful. 
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current water rates the Public 
Works Department has saved nearly 
$5,200.00 per year.”  
 
The Weather Reach Water 
Management System uses current 
weather conditions to determine the 
watering needs of a landscape and 
automatically adjusts the watering 
schedule to ensure the landscape 
receives the water it needs when it 
needs it.  
 
“ I don’ t have to adjust the schedule 
on those controllers so it has saved 
me a lot of time,”  said Cooper. “ I 
don’ t have enough time as it is, so it 
helps me a lot.”  
 
Cooper considers Weather Reach a 
valuable tool is his belt for 
managing water.  
 
“The only place we’ve had to adjust 
controllers is the other system 
without Weather Reach. Weather 
Reach worked great.”  
 
Klotz found other park facilities like 
Eaglewood Pump House, not 
utilizing Weather Reach were over-
watered.

over-watered by 74% over 
the last 3 seasons.”
